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ASSEMBLY

All fixing bolts should be entered from the outside and secured on the inside
by the washers and nuts provided.

Assembly should be carried out with all nuts finger tight only - DO NOT tighten
the nuts until the structure is fully assembled as described in the instructions.
Assembly may be easier with the help of a second person.

The assembly procedure is as follows:

ASSEMBLE THE FRAMEWORK

The frame comprises left and right-hand side assemblies.

1. Fit the drawer mounting
beam (E) between a front Left frame C
post (A) and rear post (C) 69
to create the right-hand /B &9 : L
side assembly using nuts(6),
bolts (10) & washers (9).

¢ Use the lower set of bolt \
holes in the posts for this. D 10

2. Repeat for the left-hand
side assembly using the rear A
post (B), front post (A) and A Right frame
drawer mounting beam

D).

3. Fit the four side beams (F)
using the higher bolt holes
to complete the two side
assemblies.
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4. Fit the long beams (G) at
the top of the corner posts
to create the main frame
using further bolts, washers
& nufts.

5. Bolt the left/right upper
post (H & I) to the rear posts
as shown using further bolts,
washers & nuts
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6. Attach one top long beam
) to the rear surface of
the post extensions using
further bolts, washers &
nuts.

7. Assemble the remaining
top long beam (J) to the
left/right top side beams (K/
L).

8. Bolt this assembly fo the
side faces of the post
extensions complete the
frame.

9. Attach the pegboard
supporting bracket to the
frame with two bolts/nuts/
washers as shown.

10. Fit the pegboard (R)
against the frame and
secure using bolts (1), nuts
(6) and washers (9) af the
top corners.

11. Fix the pegboard bottom
edge to the frame with the
support bracket (V).
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ASSEMBLE & FIT THE DRAWER

1. Assemble the side panels
(P), rear panel (O) and
front panel (M) of the
drawer using bolts, washers
and nuts as shown.

2. Restthe drawer bottom (Q)
intfo the drawer frame.

3. Aftach the handles (7) to
the sliding drawer using four
bolts (4) and nufts (8).

4. Add the draw runners (W)
to the inside faces of the
drawer mounting bars using
bolts (4) and nuts (8) as
follows.

¢ The runners are in three
parts. The wider part fits to
the frame and the narrow
part to the side of the
drawer.

5. Separate the narrow part
from the middle part by
means of the spring catch
(just visible where the two
parts meet).

6. Screw the wide parts to the
frame and the narrow parts
to the drawer sides.

7. Slide the drawer info
position by lining up the
parts of the runners on the
frame with those on the
drawer and sliding the
draw into position.

* The catches willmake a
slight click as they lock the
runner parts together.
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FIT THE WORKTOP PANELS

1. Fit the worktop panel (T) by
placing it onto the frame
and tapping it into position.

2. Fit the bottom shelf (S) by
sliding it in from the side at
an angle and resting it in
position.

3. Fit the top shelf (U) into the
recess provided by the
frame parts and securing it
with small screws (3).

4. Add the feet () to each of
the corner posts.

5. Tighten all nuts & bolts to
secure the assembly.

The hooks can be attached to
the pegboard according to
the size & shape of the items to
be stored there.
