Each kit contains the number of tools necessary for locking the camshaft, the cylinder
number and whether the tool is for the inlet or exhaust camshaft. The correct position of
these tools is important and the identification is clearly marked on the tool.

The plain face of the tool faces the flywheel, the Camface towards the pulley It is
recommended that each bearing cap be identified before removal to ensure the correct
replacement after the tools are removed.

It is not recommended that these tools are used to hold the Camshaft whilst
fastening the sprocket retaining bolt.
