e Position 2 - 1080 rom

CLEANING

release the five clasps holding the
front guard in place.

* The front grille can now be
liffed away.

3. Wipe the fan blades with dry cloth
and remove any dust from the
motor assembly wfrh a soft brush, Sercw SNt
vacuum cleaner or jet of
compressed air.

* Never use polish or any corrosive liquid that will damage the surface
finish.

4. Replace the grille securely before use.
