AWork Area

/\Noise (Where Applicable)

¢ The operating noise of the machine can damage your hearing. Wear hearing protection such
as earplugs or ear defenders to protect your hearing.

away with large amounts of water. Make sure that you do not wash the electrolyte to another part
of your face or body.

e Gasses from charging batteries are highly flammable and great care should be taken to charge
in well ventilated areas.

0 There is an explosion risk if the battery terminals are short circuited, when connecting/

disconnecting ALWAYS exercise great care so that the terminals or battery leads are NOT
allowed to touch and cause a spark. ALWAYS use suitable insulated tools.

/\Vibrations (Where Applicable)

¢ Prolonged use of hand held (operated) machines will cause the user to feel the effects of/from
vibrations. These vibrations can lead to white finger (Raynaud’s phenomenon) or carpal tunnel
syndrome.

ADuring Use

burning dust or harmful material to human body.

¢ Regularly clean the exhaust outlet using a non-fluffy cloth or brush.

¢ Regularly replace the dustbag. Always replace the dustbag when it is full.

¢ Regularly replace the intake filter.

You must only have it
repaired by an authorised electrician.
