The 3 step hose adaptor can be
screwed onto the elbow if required.

3. Connect your hose (not supplied)

SETTING UP THE PUMP

AUTOMATIC OPERATION

This pump has an Automatic Sensor
function. This activates the pump
when the water level sensor is
immersed.

1. The sensor can be 'parked' in one
of three positions (High Medium,
Low) on the pump as shown.

2. The pump will run until the water
level drops below the sensor,.

* The pump continues to run for a further 3 minutes and then stops.
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MANUAL OPERATION

The pump can also be switched on
manually by inserting the sensor into
the socket on the side of the pump.

NOTE: If the sensor is inserted into the
socket, the pump will run
continuously.

NOTE: Do not allow the pump fo run
dry.

POSITIONING THE PUMP
1. Place the pump on a flat surface in the area that you want to drain.

* [f there is sediment in the operating areq, the pump should be placed
vertically on house bricks, or similar.

* ALWAYS raise and lower the pump using a rope aftached to the lifting
handle.

* Take all necessary precautions as described on page 3.

PROBLEM SOLUTION
PUMP WILL 1. Make sure that the power is switched on.
NOT START 2. Check fuse (consult an electrician if in doubt).

3. If an extension lead is fitted, check connections (consult
an electrician if in doubt).

4. Internal thermal cut-out has not re-set. Leave for 5-10
minutes and try again.

5. The impeller may be jammed. Disconnect from the mains
supply and remove any objects that may be obstructing
the impeller.

6. Water level too low. - Try using the pump in manual
operation mode.

7. If the pump sfill fails to start, consult your CLARKE dealer

for advice.
