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SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

1. ALWAYS check for damage before using the worklight. Inspect the charging 
cable and plug for damage. Any damage should be properly repaired or the part 
replaced. Consult your local CLARKE dealer.

2. ALWAYS ensure that the voltage marked on the charger matches the power 
supply to be used.

3. NEVER pull the cable to remove the charger plug from the power supply.

4. NEVER use this light in a bathroom or in the vicinity of a swimming pool.

5. NEVER cover the lamp.

6. DO NOT look directly into the worklight when it is switched on.

7. Keep the worklight out of the reach of children.

8. Charge the worklight in a dry location. DO NOT immerse in water.

9. ALWAYS fully charge before first use. DO NOT turn on the light when charging.

10. DO NOT leave the worklight on charge for more than 24 hours.

11. DO NOT disassemble the worklight as there are no user changeable parts.

12. This worklight utilities a rechargeable Lithium-ion battery that can rupture, ignite 
and cause serious injury if being used improperly. DO NOT puncture or damage 
the batteries or dispose of them in a fire.

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PREPARATION AND USE

CHARGING
The lamp is supplied with a charging lead 
and mains adapter. Connect the micro 
USB end of the charging cable to the 
micro USB port.

Insert the USB end of the cable into the 
USB port on the wall charger

Plug the AC charger into a live AC 
outlet.The blue LEDs will light to indicate 
battery status.

Charging will take 5-6 hours. When the 
battery is fully charged all four LEDs will 
be lit.

The worklight is now ready for use.

Fully charge the battery before the first use.

• Charge the battery every 3 months if the work-light is not in regular use to 
ensure the longevity of the battery.

OPERATION

SWITCHING ON AND OFF
To switch the light on press the button at the side of the unit.

• Press the button once to switch on high light state.

• Press the button twice to switch on medium light state.

• Press the button three times to switch on low light state.

• Press the button four times to switch off the light.

MOUNTING TO A CAR BONNET
To mount to an open car bonnet, extend the telescopic section until the brackets can 
be used to clamp the work-lamp across the bonnet.

With the unit in position the lamp section can be rotated between the brackets to be 
aimed where the light beam is required.
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Take extra care that the brackets do not 
slide down if the bonnet is wet.

Note that the mounting hooks will not grip 
if the bonnet is raised over 45 degrees.

Extend the lamp against the tension of the 
internal spring to suit the location.

The minimum size bonnet width is 1.16m 
meaning that the worklamp will not fit 
across small cars such as the Citroen 
C1,Toyota Yaris etc but can be used if 
fitted diagonally.

MAINTENANCE

1. Before cleaning the LED work light, disconnect the USB cable (if being charged) 
and allow the work light to cool down if hot.

2. Clean with a dry or slightly moist, clean, lint free cloth and a mild detergent if 
required.

3. DO NOT use cleaners that contain abrasives or solvents.

4. Check the LED work light for damage before each use. If the lens is damaged the 
worklamp must be replaced.

5. Clean any dirt from the housing or lens in case it could cause overheating.
